But let us get back to the known planets of our Solar System. The closest planet to the Sun is

Mercury,followed by Venus,Earth,Mars,Jupiter,Saturn,Uranus,Neptune,and the dwarf planet Pluto. This is the

order of the planets.

 

Which two planets are between Earth and Sun?

Thus,the two planets between the Earth and the Sun are Mercury and Venus. There are 2 planets between

Earth and Sun Mercury and Venus are between Earth and Sun

At perihelion, the Earth''s closest distance to the Sun, the distance between the Sun and the Earth is 91.4

million miles. The Earth is closest to the Sun in early January. At aphelion, when the Earth is furthest to the

Sun, the distance between them is about 94.5 million miles. The Earth is furthest from the Sun in early July.

Jupiter, the largest planet in our Solar System, has 318 Earth masses, while

Mercury, the smallest planet, has only 0.055 Earth Masses.

Venus is the second planet from the sun and the closest planet to Earth. Venus orbits the sun at an average

distance of 0.722 AU, equating to 67-million miles on average. The orbit of Venus causes it to drift between

66 to 68-million miles from the sun. Earth is the third planet from the sun at an average distance of one AU.
