Which planet is closest to the Sun?

Mercuryis the closest planet to the Sun and is the smallest of the eight planets being only dlightly larger than
our moon. Mercury's surface temperatures vary in extremes reaching day temperatures as high as 800& #176;F
(430&#176;C) and dipping as low as -290& #176;F (-180&#176;C),lacking the atmosphere to hold the heat at
night.

How many planets orbit the Sun?

Here are the planets
listed in order of their distance from the Sun: Mercury,Venus,Earth,Mars,Jupiter,Saturn,Uranus,and Neptune.

What is the farthest planet from the Sun?

The farthest planet from the sun at 2,794.4 million miles away is Neptune,named after the Roman god of the
Sea. It has a diameter of 30,200 miles and is the fourth largest planet in the solar system. It takes 164.81 Earth
years for Neptune to revolve around the sun and 19.1 Earth hoursto rotate on its axis.

Can you stand on Mercury if it is closest to the Sun?

If one could stand on Mercury when it is nearest to the sun, it would appear more than three times as large as it
does when viewed from Earth. Mercury is the closest planet to the sun and has a thin atmosphere, no air
pressure and an extremely high temperature.
